Rules: 
1. Eligibility: Competition is limited to Middle Georgia USBC youth members bowling in youth leagues in a certified league at any center 

serviced by the that Association and must be in good standing. 
2. Format: Singles Tourn. Individuals will bowl four (4) games on one (1) pair of lanes assigned by the Tournament Director. 
3. Averages: Averages will be accepted in the following order: 

a. Highest current average. 
b. All averages are for 12 games or more (USBC Rule 318). 
c. If no current average, entrants must bowl scratch. 
d. Bowlers are responsible for verifying their average. 

4. Handicap: Handicap will be computed on a basis of 90%  
Junior/Senior of the difference between 200 and the bowlers entering average 
Bantam/Prep of the difference between 150 and the bowlers entering average 
Handicap is assigned on a game basis (USBC Rule 317) 

5. Prizes: Are donated as follows (Certificates will be issued to use at Bowlers Mart Pro Shop, with a Not To Exceed Amount): 
Bantam/Prep – B/G Divisions Junior – B/G Division Senior – B/G Division Opt Scratch – No Divisions 
1st – Bowling ball 1st – Bowling ball 1st – Bowling ball 1st – Bowling ball 
2nd – Bowling bag 2nd – Bowling bag 2nd – Bowling bag 2nd – Bowling bag 
    

6. Dress Code: Participants are expected to wear suitable attire during competition. All clothes must be neat, clean and free of holes or frayed 
hemlines. Acceptable Tops include full length shirts or bowling jerseys with polo, butterfly, or sash collars, or t-shirts with league logos. 
Acceptable Bottoms include pants, nice jeans, capris, walking/casual shorts no more than 2 inches above the knees, skirts and/or skorts at 
least fingertip length. Attire or equipment depicting alcohol, illegal substances, gambling, or inappropriate language/gestures is forbidden in 
accordance with USBC Rule 301b. Tournament Officials will determine appropriate attire, and those decisions are final.  (USBC Rule 301b 
Youth and USBC Rule 303 Management). 

7. Protests: Protests must be filed within the time limits in accordance with USBC Rule 329. 
8. The appointed Tournament Director reserves the right to change the tournament rules prior to the start of tournament play.
